
Hammond’s iconic “B-3 is loved for its ability to allow expression in playing unmatched by any other keyboard instrument. �is advantage is provided by a unique 9-contact 
keyboard, found only on vintage HAMMOND Organs. �e touch and response of these keyboards engendered a creation of techniques, styles, and “tricks” that became a 
language used by musicians of every genre from the 1930’s to the present day. HAMMOND-SUZUKI’S proprietary 6 Contacts Long (6L) keyboard, standard on the new XK-7 
and XK-7D Organs, replicates the physical dimensions of classic Hammond keyboards, with keys extending deeper into the instrument than previous models; also featuring six 
mechanical contact points under each key, delivering that authentic vintage “B-3” feel in both touch and response. While Laurens Hammond’s 1934 design was responsible for a 
revolutionary new sound, there were certain �aws he could never overcome, such as the characteristic electrical noise present along with the musical tones. Remarkably, those �aws 
were accepted by musicians as part of the vintage Hammond’s charm. With the newly developed Virtual Electro Mechanical (VEM) sound engine, the new XK-7 and XK-7D 
models capture every detail of those endearing imperfections, by the digital replication of the original tone generator chain. Completing the XK-7/XK-7D speci�cation are four 
sets of Harmonic Drawbars, Hammond’s distinctive Chorus-Vibrato, Touch-Response Percussion, and a newly-designed onboard Digital LESLIE™. Choose from two models: the 
single-manual XK-7 and the dual-manual XK-7D.
